ARTICLE 1. WARDS. 2

Sec. 7:1-1. Division of City into Wards.

The City of Plainfield is hereby divided into four (4) wards.

Sec. 7:1-2. First Ward.

Beginning at the intersection of the centerline of Terrill Road and the
centerline of George Street and proceeding: thence: southwesterly along the
centerline of George Street to its intersection with the centerline of Leland
Avenue; thence: southeasterly along the centerline of Leland Avenue to its
point of intersection with the centerline of South Avenue: thence: south-
westerly along the centerline of South Avenue and continuing southwesterly
along the centerline of East Fifth Street to its intersection with the centerline
of Park Avenue; thence: southeasterly along the centerline of Park Avenue to
its intersection with the centerline of West Seventh Street; thence: south-
westerly along the centerline of West Seventh Street to its intersection with
the centerline of Central Avenue; thence: northwesterly along the centerline
of Central Avenue, continuing northwesterly along the centerline of Grove
Street to its intersection with the boundary line between the City of Plainfield
and the Borough of North Plainfield; thence: in a general northeasterly direc-
tion along the boundary line between the City of Plainfield and the Borough
of North Plainfield to its intersection with the centerline of Terrill Road;
thence: southeasterly along the centerline of Terrill Road to its point of inter-
section with centerline of George Street the point and place of beginning.

Sec. 7:1-3. Second Ward.

Beginning at the intersection of the centerline of Terrill Road and the
centerline of George Street and proceeding; thence: southwesterly along the
centerline of George Street to its intersection with the centerline of Leland
Avenue; thence: southeasterly along the centerline of Leland Avenue to its
intersection with the centerline of South Avenue; thence: southwesterly
along the centerline of South Avenue and continuing southwesterly along
the centerline of East Fifth Street to its intersection with the centerline of
Park Avenue; thence: southeasterly along the centerline of Park Avenue to
its intersection with the centerline of Randolph Road; thence: easterly along
the centerline of Randolph Road to its intersection with the boundary line
between the City of Plainfield and the Township of Scotch Plains; thence:
northeasterly along the boundary line between the City of Plainfield and the
Township of Scotch Plains to its intersection with the centerline of Cushing
Road; thence: northeasterly along the centerline of Cushing Road to its
intersection with the centerline of Terrill Road: thence; northwesterly along
the centerline of Terrill Road to its point of intersection with the centerline of
George Street, the point and place of beginning.

Sec. 7:1-4. Third Ward.

The Third Ward shall comprise all the territory, and its inhabitanta, in the
City of Plainfield that is bounded and described as follows: Beginning at the
intersection of the center line of Central Avenue with the center line of West
Fourth Street and proceeding thence: southwesterly along the center line of
West Fourth Street to its intersection with the center line of Lee Place; thence,
southeasterly along the center line of Lee Place to its intersection with the
center line of West Seventh Street; to its intersection with the boundary line
between the City of Plainfield and the Borough of South Plainfield; thence, in
a general easterly direction along the boundary line between the City of
Plainfield and the Borough of South Plainfield to its intersection with the
boundary line between the City of Plainfield and the Township of Scotch
Plains; thence, in a general northerly direction along the boundary line
between the City of Plainfield and the Township of Scotch Plains to its
intersection with the center line of Randolph Road; thence, westerly along

the center line of Randolph Road to its intersection with the center line of
Park Avenue; thence, northwesterly along the center line of Park Avenue to
its intersection with the center line of West Seventh Street; thence, south-
westerly along the center line of West Seventh Street to its intersection with
the center line of Central Avenue; thence, northwesterly along the center line
of Central Avenue to the point and place of Beginning.

Sec. 7:1-5. Fourth Ward.

The Fourth Ward shall comprise all the territory, and its inhabitants, of the
City of Plainfield bounded and described as follows: Beginning at the inter-
section of the center line of Central Avenue with the center line of West
Fourth Street and proceeding thence: southwesterly along the center line of
West Fourth Street to its intersection with the center line of Lee Place; thence,
southeasterly along the center line of Lee Place to its intersection with the
center line of West Seventh Street; thence, southwesterly along the center
line of West Seventh Street to its intersection with the boundary line between
the City of Plainfield and the Township of Piscataway; thence, in a general
westerly direction along the boundary line between the City of Plainfield
and the Township of Piscataway to its intersection with the center line of the
right-of-way of West Front Street; thence, in a southwesterly direction along
the center line of the right-of-way of West Front Street to the intersection
with the center line of Jefferson Avenue; thence, northwesterly along the
center line of Jefferson Avenue to its intersection with the boundary line
between the City of Plainfield and the Township of Green Brook; thence,
northeasterly along the boundary line between the City of Plainfield and the
Township of Green Brook and continuing northeasterly along the boundary
line between the City of Plainfield and the Borough of North Plainfield to its
intersection with the center line of Grove Street; thence, southeasterly along
the center line of Grove Street and continuing southeasterly along the center
line of Central Avenue to the point and place of Beginning.

ARTICLE 2. ELECTION DISTRICTS.

Sec. 7:2-1.  Districts in the First Ward.

(a) The First Ward of the City of Plainfield is hereby divided into eight
(8) election districts, each including all of the territory, and inhabitants
thereof, contained within the boundaries set forth on the attached Map of
Election Districts of the First Ward.

(1) Descriptions of new election district boundaries for the City of
Plainfield First Ward, Second District. BEGINNING at a point generally
northeasterly along the various courses in the centerline of the Green Brook,
said line being the municipal boundary line between the City of Plainfield
and Borough of North Plainfield, to a point in the centerline of Farragut
Road extended; thence, southeasterly along the extended centerline of Far-
ragut Road to a point in the centerline of East Front Street; thence, south-
westerly along the centerline of East Front Street to a point in the centerline
of Richmond Street; thence, southeasterly along the centerline of Richmond
Street to a point in the centerline of East Third Street; thence, southerly along
the centerline of East Third Street to a point in the centerline of Rocsevelt
Avenue; thence, southerly along the centerline of Roosevelt Avenue to a point
in the centerline of the Central Railroad of New Jersey right-of-way; thence,
northwesterly along the centerline of the Central Railroad of New Jersey
right-of-way to the centerline which intersects with the centerline of Central
Avenue; thence, northerly to the municipal boundary line between the City of
Plainfield and the Borough of North Plainfield; thence, northerly along the
various courses in the centerline of the Green Brook, said centerline being the
municipal boundary line between the City of Plainfield and the Borough of
North Plainfield to a point in the centarline of Farragut Road to the point and
place of BEGINNING.

(2) Descriptions of new election distriet boundaries for the City of
Plainfield First Ward, Third District. BEGINNING at a point in the center-
line of East Front Street where it is intersected by the centerline of Berckman
Street; thence, southerly along the centerline of Berckman Street where it is
intersected by the centerline of South Avenue; thence, northeasterly along
the centerline of South Avenue which then becomes the centerline of East
Fifth Street where it intersects with the centerline of Park Avenue; thence,
southerly along the centerline of Park Avenue where it is intersected by the
centerline of West Seventh Street; thence, westerly along the centerline of
West Seventh Street where it is intersected with centerline of Central
Avenue; thence, northerly along the centerline of Central Avenue to the cen-

terline of the Central Railroad of New Jersey right-of-way; thence, south-
easterly along the centerline of the Central Railroad of New Jersey right-of-
way where it intersects with the centerline of Roosevelt Avenue; thence,
northerly along the centerline of Roosevelt Avenue to where it intersects
with the centerline of Third Street; thence, northeasterly along the centerline
of Third Street to where it intersects with the centerline of Richmond Street;
thence, northerly along the centerline of Richmond Street where it is inter-
sected with the centerline of East Front Street; thence, northeasterly along
the centerline of East Front Street to the point and place of BEGINNING.
