ARTICLE I. DEFiNITiONS.

Whenever any words and phrases are used in this Chapter, the meaning

respectively ascribed to them in N.J.S.A. 39:1.1 shall be deemed to apply to

such words and phrases.

ARTICLE 2. ENFORCEMENT OF CHAPTER.

Power of Director of Public Affairs and Safety to close streets

temporarily.

The Director of Public Affairs and Safety or his designee shall have the

authority when he deems it in the interest of public safety or convenience to

promulgate a regulation temporarily closing streets or parts of streets to

vehicular traffic or foot traffic, or diverting traffic therefrom. Street closures

established under such regulation shall be properly posted with warning signs.

5 School Vehicle Type L Any vehicle with a seating capacity of

seventeen 17 or more, used to transport enrolled children, and adults only

when serving as chaperones, to or from a school, school connected activity,

day camp, summer day camp, nursery school, child care center, preschool

center or other similar places of education. Such vehicle shall comply with

the regulations of the Division of Motor Vehicles and either the Department

of Education or the Department of Human Services, whichever is the

appropriate supervising agency.

6 School Vehicle Type II. Any vehicle with a seating capacity of

sixteen 16 or less, used to transport enrolled children, and adults only

when serving as chaperones, to or from a school, school connected activity,

day camp, summer day camp, nursery school, child care center, preschool

center or other similar places of education. Such vehicle shall comply with

the regulations of the Division of Motor Vehicles and either the Department

of Education or the Department of Human Services, whichever is the

appropriate supervising agency.

7 Semitrailer. Every vehicle with or without motive power, other

than a pole trailer, designed for carrying persons or property and for being

drawn by a motor vehicle and so constructed that some part of its weight

and that of its load rests upon or is carried by another vehicle.

8 Trailer. Every vehicle with or without motive power, other than a

pole trailer, designed for carrying persons or property and for being drawn

by a motor vehicle and so constructed that no part of its weight rests upon

the towing vehicle.
