The
HOST/SPONSOR shall be obligated, in addition to sponsoring the event, to print all
tickets for the event and to distribute any brochures or literature advertising the
event together with all posters and any other form of advertisement that supports
the State Tournament. The HOST/SPONSOR shall be responsible for securing the
site for its event which site shall be approved by GOLDEN GLOVES which
approval shall not be reasonably withheld.

The HOST/SPONSOR shall be entitled to keep all funds collected from the
purchase of tickets, concession stand, rentals, and advertising. The Host/Sponsor
shall also be responsible to maintain insurance in a minimal amount of § 1,000,000,
In this regard, Golden Gloves will afford whatever opportunity exists to the
SPONSOR to obtain a Certificate of Insurance from USA BOXING, Inc.

The HOST/SPONSOR shall hold THE GOLDEN GLOVES harmiess from
any and all claims of liability of any nature for personal injury or property damage
arising out of the operation and sponsorship of this event. In the event the HOST/
SPONSOR fails to promote the event as described above, any monies paid on
account of hereof shall be deemed liquidated damages to GOLDEN GLOVES and
shall be non refundable.




THE GOLDEN GLOVES shall provide the amateur boxers wishing to
participate in each event and shall not be liable for any other obligations hereunder.

All fands due that are under Contract shall be PAID IN FULL no later than said

With respect to the location of the event, IT EXPRESSLY UNDERSTOOD
AND AGREED that the HOST/SPONSOR shall provide a site/venue which can
accommodate a minimum of 500__number of patrons with appropriate
parking facilities, dressing areas, shower areas, etc. The HOST/SPONSOR shall
also be responsible for cbtaining and having available and on the night of the event
appropriate crowd control- personnel being Uniformed Police Officers or private
security guards and shall also have available emergency medical facilities including
ambulance and paramedics.

The HOST/SPONSOR shall provide a list of all said services to be provided
for approval of GOLDEN GLOVES at least 14 days prior to the commencement of
the event. The HOST/SPONSOR shall also hold the GOLDEN GLOVES harmless
from any claims for rents, utilities, insurances, injuries, taxes or the like which
gccur as a result of the operation of the event,

The parties jointly and severally represent and warrant that there is no
pending litigation, proceedings or investigations pending or threatened against the
SPONSOR which would prevent the SPONSOR from performing its duties under
this contract. The HOST /SPONSOR also agrees that it will file and pay any and afl
applicable taxes whether Federal, State, local or otherwise which will be or may be
incurred as a result of the sponsoring of this event.

Any waiver of any provision of this Agreement shall not operate as, nor be
construed, as a waiver of any subsequent provision or breach thereof,

The HOST/SPONSOR represents to the GOLDEN GLOVES that there is
no party eatitled to any commission on account of this Agreement or transactions
contemplated hereby and that if there are any such commissions or claims for
commissions on the account of this Agreement, that the HOST/SPONSOR shall be
solely responsible for paying same.

The Agreement is to be construed in accordance with the laws of the State
Of New Jersey.

This Agreement sets forth the entire understanding of the parties and it
shall not be changed or terminated orally.

All terms and provisions of this Agreement shail be binding upon and
enforceable by the parties, their heirs, personal representatives, successors and
assigns.

ASSOCIATION OF AMERICA, INC.
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An Outline of Golden Gloves History -

The name "Goiden Gloves" was born in 1923 when a Chicago sports editor,
Arch Ward, originated an amateur boxing tournament designed to help youth
and promote amateur competition.

The toumament's sole material award was a tiny golden glove, symbol of an
amateur championship, which went to the winner of each weight division,
Thus, the name "Golden Gloves” took on significance and the tournament was
officially so titled.

The first Golden Gloves tournament was held in 1923 in the Chicago
Stadium under the sponsorship of the Chicago Tribune, whose sports editor,
Ward, conceived the idea. The tournament was tremendously popular and the
idea of a big amateur boxing show was launched successiully.

A second Golden Gloves tournament was not held until 1928, however,
because of legal technicalities. Boxing was legalized in lllinocis that year.
Then, the tournament was revived, with the Chicago Tribune and the New York

—Daily News beginning the first of yearly amateur shows. In the early days
tournaments were for jocal boys only but soon requests poured in from boys
in other cifies who wanted ta compele.

Newspapers in other cities were asked to cooperate in promotion of
tournaments in their areas and to bring their champions to Chicago and New
York to box other winners in super-tournaments.

Heretofore the New York Daily News held a tournament of champlons for
Eastern Seaboard cities. Chicago, under the Tribune’s direction, did so for
other sections of the country. Champions of each tounament met annually,
alternately in Chicago and New York, to determine national Golden Gloves
championships. 'Under the present organization only one Tournament of
Champions is held. A new tournament site is selected annually.

The Golden Gloves program for the United States is organized on a
territorial basis to give all sections of the country representation.

All tournaments are planned, promoted and directed without outside
interference, within limits of the amateur code, and in keeping with Golden
Gloves' high purposes and ideals. The executive Secretary readily furnishes
counsel to various feeder tournaments on conduct of toumneys and upon
request assists in varilous other ways.

However, the feeder tournaments do their own organizing, set thelr dates,
arrange for tournament sites, publicize their shows, print their tickets, astablish
their prices, procure tournament help and arrange f{or proper disposition of any
financial surplus realized.

GOLDEN GLOVES MAY NOT BE PROMOTED BY ANY INDIVIDUAL OR
.FOR PERSONAL PROFIT FOR ANY PERSON OR PERSONS.

In all cases the Golden Gloves must be in the hands of a newspaper, radio
or television station, a civic organization of long standing or a local Golden
Gloves organization which is Incorporated as a non-profit organization and
approved by the Golden Gloves Association of America, Inc. All profits must
go towards further development of amateur boxing andfor to a recognized
established charity.

EACH FEEDER TOURNAMENT SPONSOR AGREES TO SEND A FULL
TEAM TO THE TOURNAMENT OF CHAMPIONS, PAYING THE TEAM'S
EXPENSES.

He may be Japanese, Mexican, English, Swedish, Norwegian, Irish,
Ralian, Polish or Jewish,

He mAa’y ﬁ: from every State in the Union, including Hawaii and

aska.

He may be negro or white or an Indian, or a mixture of Chinese and
American,

He may possess the ambition to become-a World's Champion and
enter the professional field of boxing, or he may end his

_career in the Golden Gloves with only one fight.

He may be an ex-serviceman or one to be inducted soon after the
close of a Golden Gloves Tournament,

He may be a boy taking his initial airplane flight or be quartered
in a hotel for the first time.

He may be a boy separated from home only once, or he may bhe
a restless one who wanders.

He is the type of fellow who expends every ounce of energy in the
ring for a medal or trophy, instead of fighting for cash.

He is a young man alone in the ring with his opponent, with no one
to run interference for him and no one to whom to pass the
ball when the going gets rough, :

He is a youth searching for a rainbow-—to see —to touch—to
grasp-—and to keep,
