as needed by the City of Plainfield, REMINGTON & VERNICK ENGINEERS were

deemed appropriate and qualified to perform the professional services required

therefor; AND

PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENTWITH REMINGTON & VERNICK FOR

ENGINEERING AND SURVEYING SERVICES FOR GENERAL AND MISCELLANEOUS ENGINEERING,

CONSTRUCTION OVERSIGHT, TAX MAP UPDATING IN AN AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED $55,000.00

THIS AGREEMENT is made as of this day of July, 2007, by and between the CITY OF PLAINFIELD,

515 Watchung Avenue, Plairifield, NJ 07060, hereinafter referred to as "City", and REMINGTON & VERNICK,

15-33 Halsted Street, East Orange, NJ 07018 hereinafter referred to as "Engineer".

WHEREAS, the City desires to retain Remington & Verrdck, Engineers and Consultants to provide

engineering and surveying services for work related to but not limited to Engineering and Surveying Services for

general and miscellaneous engineering, construction oversight and tax map updating; and

WHEREAS, Remington & Vernick Engineers is willing to provide engineering and consulting services to

the City in accordance with the terms of this Agreement;

NOW THEREFORE, WITNESSETH THIS AGREEMENT: That for and in consideration of the mutual

covenants and promises between the parties hereto, it is hereby agreed that:

1. SCOPE OF SERVICES

The services to be provided by the Engineer shall be as follows:

1. Provide general engineering services as more particularly set forth in a scope of services attached

hereto as Exhibit 1.

2. ENGINEER'S RESPONSIBILITIES. As to the project referenced inSection 1 above, the Engineer shall:

1. Provide engineering services to the City, as noted and set forth in Section I above, with the usual

thoroughness and competence of the engineering profession. The Engineer's services shall be

performed as expeditiously as is consistent with professional skill and care and the orderly progress of

the Work. Upon request of the City, the Engineer shall submit for the City's approval a schedule for

the performance of the Engineer's services which may be adjusted upon the review and approval of the

City as the Project proceeds, and shall include allowances for periods of time required for the City's

review and for approval of submissions by authorities having jurisdiction of the Project. Time limits

established by this schedule approved by the City shall not, without the City's consent which shall not

be unreasonably withheld, be exceeded by the Engineer.

2. Provide technical and engineering advice to the City.

3. Consult with others and the City with respect to the foregoing matters and all other engineering

matters related to the duties and responsibilities of the Engineer.

4. Provide services necessary to review and make recommendations concerning the Project as to its

conformance to applicable statutes, regulations, and City ordinances and/or to the genera!

requirements of engineering/design practice.

5. Preparation of reports and recommendations concerning matters related to the Projects.

6. Attend meetings of the City as directed.

7. Stand ready to explain and defend, under the terms and for the compensation hereinafter mentioned,

all services provided.

8. Provide, at the request of the City, such supplementary proposals as may be requested.
