RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING APPLICATION AND RECEIPT OF A
NEW JERSEY DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION 2008
MUNICIPAL AID GRANT IN THE AMOUNT OF $1,008,651.20 TO BE
UTILIZED FOR THE CONSTRUCTION OF TRAILS IN THE
WESTERN SECTION OF THE GREEN BROOK MULTI-USE TRAIL
FROM JEFFERSON AVENUE TO GERAUD AVENUE

WHEREAS, the City desires to apply for and obtain a grant from the New Jersey
Department of Transportation, Local Aid, Municipal Aid Program for the purpose of the
construction of the Green Brook Multi-Use Trail from Jefferson Avenue to Brookside
Place/Geraud on the south side of the Green Brook; and,

WHEREAS, the City has 95 % complete design and construction plans prepared by
Langan Engineering, design consultant to the City for the Green Brook Multi-Use Trail: and

WHEREAS, the City has submitted the application to the New Jersey Department of
Environmental Protection for all appropriate permits including Stream Encroachment, GP
#17 Freshwater Wetlands and Storm Water Management through Langan Engineering; and

WHEREAS, the concept of open space preservation along the Green Brook was,
and continues to be a priority in the City of Plainfield as outlined originally in the 1970
Recreation and Circulation Element and continued in the 1998 Master Plan of the City of
Plainfield; and

WHEREAS, the creation of pathways at this location will begin to provide the
realization of the Green Brook Multi-Use Trail which the Olmsted Brothers designed in
1924; and

WHEREAS, this will be the first section of the 7 mile trail to be constructed
adjacent to the Green Brook since completion of the New Jersey Department of
Transportation funded Trail Feasibility Study ($100,000) and the trail design funded by
Union County ($125,000) and New Jersey Department of Transportation ($300,000); and

WHEREAS, the off-road sections of the Green Brook Muiti-Use Trail will be
committed as permanent open space/recreational land and will be recorded on the City of
Plainfield and State of New Jersey, Green Acres Recreational and Open Space Inventory
(ROST); and

WHEREAS, the grant requires no match or capital output from the City; and,

WHEREAS, the City of Plainfield will use the grant in accordance with such rules
and regulations governing the grant program.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Mayor or City Administrator is
hereby authorized to: o

1. Make and file the attached application for the subject grant,
2. Provide additional application information and furnish such documents as may

be required.

AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that if this application is approved and accepted by the New Jersey Department of Transportation (“‘the

Department™), the Sponsor agrees that:

a. It shall arrange for financing of the total cost of the project provided for in this Agreement.

b. It recognizes and agrees that continuation of funding under this Agreement is expressly dependent upon the availability to the Department
of funds appropriated by the State Legislature from State revenues or such other funding sources as may be applicable. The Department
shall not be held liable tor any breach of this Agreement because of the absence of available appropriation.

c. In the event that the Department approves funds in an amount less than requested, the Sponsor, at its option, 1) may either rescind this
Agreement or 2) continue with the project and assume the entire difference between the total cost of the project and the allotment of State
funds or 3) reevaluate the project limits or scope and submit a letter of Justification to the Department for approval. In the event the
Sponsor rescinds the Agreement, the allotted funds shall revert to the source of the funding.

d. The Sponsor must notify the Department of its rescission of this Agreement within thirty (30) days of the expiration of the agreement or
subsequent extensions. Not meeting this requirement will result in future grants being provided on a reimbursement basis until such time
as the municipality demonstrates satisfactory performance in awarding construction contracts. This does not apply to the County Aid
Program.

€. Any purported transfer or assignment of the written obligations of the Sponsor contained herein without prior approval of the Department
shall be void.

f. New lersey Office of Management and Budget, Circular Letter 05-12, Grant Agreements — Agency Contracts and any supplemental

compliance statements by the Department, must be complied with by the Sponsor.
